• 1 sturdy handheld pencil sharpener – self contained 
• 1 fine tip Sharpie marker (black) 
• 2 black and white/or other colored non-spiral composition book 
• one small hand towel or dishtowel (to cover desk during snack and lunch) 
•  Homework Assignment Book –  purchased at Orientation   
• 2 3-holed ring binder pouches or pockets to hold loose supplies like pencils 
• 1   .74 oz glue stick 
• 1 4 oz. Elmer’s glue
